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In our lesson text, Paul used six aorist participles to describe the package of grace salvation resulting from faith in 
the gospel of Jesus Christ (1 Cor.15:1-4; Rom.1:16) 

 
“Gospel, according to the power of God, who saved us (sozo / aorist ptc.).” (2 Tim.1:8-9) 

 
1 of these 6 aorist participles is sozo (saved). We are presently studying the 50 things in the package of grace 
salvation that every church age believer receives at salvation and that he can never lose in time or eternity. 

 
We have applied the following three doctrinal principles taken from the Greek word sozo to study the package of 
50 things of grace salvation.

• Saved from something 13 judicial charges of AOS (Adam’s original sin) Saved (#1) 
• Saved by something 9 communion factors of the blood of Christ Saved (#2) 
• Saved for something 8 works of the Holy Spirit and 20 status privileges Saved (#3-5) 

 
 

1. John the Baptist taught that the worldly ministry of Jesus Christ would be identified by the baptism of 
Holy Spirit and fire. 

 
“As for me, I baptize with water for repentance, but He who is coming after me is mightier than I, and I am not 
fit to remove His sandals; He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit (First Coming) and fire (Second 
Coming).” (Matt.3:11) 

 
But Jesus did not baptize with the water or the Holy Spirit or fire during His first advent ministry to not confuse 
His two baptisms (Holy Spirit and fire). (“Although Jesus Himself was not baptizing, but His disciples were.”) 
(John 4:2) 

 
 

2. Jesus declared that His baptism of the Holy Spirit would occur soon after His ascension. 
 

“For John baptized with water, but you shall be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days from now.” 
(Acts 1:5) 

 
It occurred 10 days later at the Feast of Pentecost of 30AD – “Therefore having been exalted to the right hand 
of God, and having received from the Father the promise of the Holy Spirit, He has poured forth this which you 
both see and hear.” (Acts 2:33; 2:1) 

 
This is the advent ministry of the third member of the Godhead in the body of Christ, the church in the world – 
“He who believes in Me, as the Scripture said, ‘From his innermost being shall flow rivers of living water.’ But 
this He spoke of the Spirit whom those who believes in Him were to receive; for the Spirit was not yet given, 
because Jesus was not yet glorified.” (John 7:38-39)
